I want to write to you this month with some word pictures that help us think 
about what the church is, what it’s supposed to be and what it’s not. 

How is the Church like a…. 

Buffet Line: It’s not. Beware of any church that adds to the gospel or takes any-
thing out of it.    “So be careful to obey all the commands I give you. You must not add anything to 
them or subtract anything from them.” Deuteronomy 12:32 

Museum: It’s not. The past has no power, or hold, or claim on Jesus’ people. 
“...Forgetting the past and looking forward to what lies ahead, I press on to reach the end of the race and receive the heavenly 
prize...through Christ Jesus...” Philippians 3:13 

Court House: It’s not. Judgment is for Christ to conduct, not his followers.    “In addition, the Father judges no one. 
Instead, he has given the Son absolute authority to judge, so that everyone will honor the Son, just as they honor the Father. Anyone 
who does not honor the Son is certainly not honoring the Father who sent him.”  John 5:22-23 

Cruise Ship: It’s not. Churches have a mission and it’s not entertainment and comfort.   “Then Jesus said to His 
disciples, “If anyone wants to come with Me, he must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow Me.” Matthew 16:24 

Hospital: It is a place where the healing power of Jesus is proclaimed. But Jesus is the Doctor and Jesus is 
the Cure.  Maybe pastors, Bible teachers, caring Christians and a loving church fellowship are the hospital 
support staff.    “He forgives all my sins and heals all my diseases. He redeems me from death and crowns me with love and tender 
mercies.” Psalm 103:3-4 

Fire Station: It is a place that supports the rescue mission of Jesus, Our Rescuer.  “Jesus gave his life for our sins, 
just as God our Father planned, in order to rescue us from this evil world in which we live.”  Galatians 1:4 

Coffee Shop: It is a place that should make the refreshment of the Holy Spirit available.   “Anyone who believes in 
me may come and drink! For the Scriptures declare, ‘Rivers of living water will flow from his heart.’ ” (When he said “living water,” he 
was speaking of the Spirit…)” John 7:38-39 

Airport: It is a place that can help direct travelers toward their final destination.    “For this world is not our perma-
nent home; we are looking forward to a home yet to come.”  Hebrews 13:14 

Stadium: It is in the line of 1000’s of years of beautiful Christian lives whose testimonies inspire us to keep 
on striving to live for Christ like an athlete.     “Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a huge crowd of witnesses to the 
life of faith, let us strip off every weight that slows us down, especially the sin that so easily trips us up. And let us run with endurance 
the race God has set before us. We do this by keeping our eyes on Jesus, the champion…” Hebrews 12:1-2
